5.This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical.
Sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been

Installation Instructions

e Heater must be installed by a qualified electrician.
e Place the heater on a firm, level ceiling surface; level ceiling surface; installation of
the heater on a strong rigid support (such as strong wooden beams or metal rails etc).
e The Hook on the ceiling hanging the Patio Heater must be able to take a weight
3 or 4 times that of the Patio Heater itself.
e Place the Hook A around the Ceiling Hook and clip on any Ring of the Chain to
adjust the height of the Patio Heater to the Floor.
e The distance between the bottom of the Patio Heater to the Floor must be over1.8M.
e Plug the Patio Heater into a grounded 220-240V 50Hz 13A power outlet.
e Only operate the heater when it is in the upright position.
